LETTER FROM OUR RECTOR, REVD DR STEVE STEWART

Christmas: True or False? ...

With Christmas only just round the corner, | thought it could be fun to prepare ourselves
for this special time of year, in which we remember and celebrate Jesus Christ coming into
the world, to have a little “True or False” quiz for Christmas. Something to help us
understand what the Bible says — and does not say — about the birth of Jesus Christ. So
here we go (all questions are based on the birth and infancy narratives in the Gospels of
Matthew and Luke in the Bible).

True or false?

I. Mary and Joseph lived in Bethlehem before Jesus was born.

2. The angel Gabriel appeared to Mary before she was married to Joseph.

3. While watching their flocks at night, the shepherds were told about Jesus’ birth by an
angel.

The wise men visited Jesus on the night he was born.

The star that the wise men followed stopped over the house where Jesus was.

King Herod asked the wise men to tell him where Jesus was so he could worship him.
The baby Jesus was placed in a manger because there was no room in the inn.
Simeon and Anna both met the baby Jesus in the Temple in Jerusalem.

Joseph took Mary and Jesus to Egypt to escape Herod’s plan to kill the child.

| love a good school Nativity play as much as the next person: it’s all part of the joy of
Christmas. Nonetheless, it’s also important to recognise that the Gospels in the Bible
present themselves very much as historical accounts. Therefore, at the very least knowing
what the Bible does and doesn’t say about Jesus’ birth is important.

Here are a few deconstructed common myths about the birth of Jesus with which you can
bore your friends and family with this Christmas 2025:

There were three kings at the manger:

The Bible never says there were three, nor that they were kings. Matthew simply mentions
“wise men from the East” (Greek magoi) who brought three gifts — gold, frankincense,
and myrrh. The number of visitors and their royal status are later traditions.

Mary and Joseph arrived in Bethlehem on the night Jesus was born:
Luke’s Gospel says only that “while they were there, the time came for her to give birth”
(Luke 2:6). It does not suggest a last-minute arrival. They may well have been in Bethlehem
for some time before the birth.

Jesus was born in a stable:

The Gospels never mention a stable. Luke says only that Jesus was “laid in a manger” (2:7),
which could have been inside a house — many first-century homes in the region had a
lower area for animals, complete with a feeding trough.

The angels sang to the shepherds:

Luke 2:13—14 says the angels “praised God, saying” — not singing. The idea that they sang
(“Glory to God in the highest”) comes from Christian tradition and carols, not from the
text itself.

There was an innkeeper who turned Mary and Joseph away:

The “innkeeper” is never mentioned. Luke says there was “no room in the kataluma” (a
Greek word that can mean guest room or lodging space). It may have been a family home
that was too full, not a public inn with an innkeeper.

Fun for all the family! But of course, the big question is not whether one can
answer a True or False quiz on the specific details, but whether the whole
thing is true or false! Is it true that Jesus Christ, “God with us”, was born into
the world a couple of thousand years ago; or is it all just false? What answer
would you give to that question: true or false?

To find out more — and to enjoy a lot of fun as well —join us at any of our Christmas
events this year.

A New Vehicle acquired with a view to restoration

After the excitement of the New Year’s Day running event with the Christmas Jumper
Competition, January is a quiet month for visitors. However, the workshop volunteers are
busy. Restorations continue and our South Midland minibus is having a new engine fitted in
preparation for the 2026 season. Our 1948 Morris |0 Series M’s full restoration is nearing
completion and it should emerge from the workshop in 2026.

Some museum volunteers have clubbed together to buy and therefore save, a 1944 Morris
Post Office series Y van, GXK 685. It arrived at the museum on the 8" October to be stored
until restoration starts. The first task is to fit four new tyres so it can be moved more easily.

The Morris series Y 100 cubic foot vans were first used for postal work in 1939, when two
were purchased. They had an | 1.9hp side -valve engine and a 10cwt semi-forward-control
with an all-steel construction. Interestingly, the engine was positioned to one side, allowing
the driver to sit beside it with no room for a passenger.

GZK 685 is a Cowley-built Series Y van and one of a batch of 350 supplied in 1944 to Royal
Mail. We understand that it spent its early years in rural Cumbria before being sold to a
carpenter in Nottingham where, it is believed, it was used in his business for the
transportation of coffins. It was last used in 1964.

About twenty years ago, GXK 685 was purchased by a local collector with the desire to save
it, because it is thought that only two other Royal Mail versions of this type have survived. On
learning that it was still awaiting restoration, a syndicate of seven museum members have
joined together with the aim of restoring it to its original condition for the Museum. Watch
this space! Frank Collingwood

West Oxfordshire District Council submits a proposal for 2-Unitary Councils
in Oxfordshire

The government is facilitating a programme to move away from the current two-tier
system of district and county councils, and replace them with single ‘unitary’ councils

responsible for all local services in an area. Earlier this year, the Government invited all
councils in two-tier areas, including Oxfordshire, and small unitary authorities, to simplify
the way services are delivered and make the system clearer for residents.

The government assigned a set of criteria that the new proposals should meet. The
proposed councils should serve populations of around 500,000, be financially stable, deliver
high quality services, be responisve to the needs of communities, and support positive
growth across the region.

Four Oxfordshire District Councils, Cherwell DC, South Oxfordshire DC, Vale of the
White Horse DC, West Oxfordshire DC and West Berkshire have worked together to
create a proposal for two new, innovative and locally accountable unitary authorities for
Oxfordshire and West Berkshire. They would cover the following geographical areas:

+ Oxford and Shires Council would comprise all the existing district areas of
Cherwell, Oxford City and West Oxfordshire.

+ Ridgeway Council would be made up of the whole of West Berkshire Council’s area
and all of the existing district areas of South Oxfordshire and the Vale of the White
Horse.

The two other proposals are: “One Council: One Oxfordshire”, put forward by the
Oxfordshire County Council,
https://www.oxfordshire.gov.uk/sites/default/files/file/plans-performance-
policy/OneOxfordshireProposal.pdf ; and “Greater Oxford”, put forward by the
Oxford City Council, proposes the formation of three unitary Councils,
https://greateroxford.org/our-proposal/

The 2-Unitary Authorities proposal is designed to tackle existing inefficiencies, improve
services, and support local communities. It has the potential to save the most money of all
the options, with possible savings reaching £58.9m a year. It would create authorities that
are big enough to be efficient, stable and reliable, but local enough to care and be
responsive to communities.

The three proposals were debated at the Full Council meeting in mid-November. The 2-
Unitary Councils proposal received widespread support from Councillors across the
political spectrum and was recommended for submission to the Government later in
November.
